This boutique guest house is a chic little hideaway on the Algarve offering
a family welcome for relaxing, luxury holidays in Portugal. The tranquil 
veranda, with its huge tubs of geraniums is New England inspired and the
luxury guest rooms are simple and airy. The citrus gardens and delightful 
pool make the perfect spot in which to unwind as the delicious smell of 
home cooked fare wafts down from the farmhouse kitchen. This really is 
that rarest of finds – a gem of a boutique hotel on Portugal’s Algarve and 
with mild temperatures from March to November and a heated pool in 
winter this is an all year round destination. 
 
Details 
The six guest rooms, all looking out over the gardens, have pretty 
shuttered windows, with a vintage “Cath Kidson” look to the interiors and 
the occasional splash of colour on the walls. Two are family rooms (one 
with mezzanine) and there’s even a separate little “house” with 
kitchenette. 
 

Breakfast and light lunches are served every day and a delicious home-
cooked dinner is offered three nights a week.  We dare you to resist it!  
There are even cookery courses on offer for groups renting all six rooms. 
It’s small wonder that the food is so good at the Red Onion: the family 
are ex-restaurateurs who have given up city life for the more tranquil 
pace of the country. 
 

It took five years to restore the sleepy farmhouse into the stylish guest 
house it is today, but the result is a stunning blend of modern comforts 
with country charm.  Family run, the laid back atmosphere is the perfect 
antidote to the larger holiday resorts so prevalent further down the 
coast.  Spend your holiday in Portugal here simply relaxing by the pool or
exploring the many local villages.  Unspoilt Tavira, Silves and Loule are 
just a short drive away, as are the many sandy beaches of the southern 
coast where all manner of watersports are available.  Most beaches here 
are divided from the mainland by a lagoon, which is crossed on foot, by 
boat or even on a miniature train.  
 

Of course, on the Algarve, you are never far from a top-notch golf course 
and the luxury Monte Rei is the nearest and grandest in town.  Your 
hosts can arrange reduced green fees, plus tennis, horse-riding and even 
a 4x4 “wilderness safari” in the natural reserve.  In day trips further a 
field you can visit Lisbon, Portugal’s majestic capital, the stunning empty 
beaches of the Alentejo western coast or mountainous Monchique, the 
home of Portugal’s fortified brandy.  It’s even possible to drive over the 
boarder into Spain and visit Seville.
